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Need for the Indian Model of Knowledge Tradition for Developed India

In the valedictory ceremony of the three-day international conference on the
"Indian Knowledge Traditions: Continuity and Significance,” speakers
presented their addresses.

Gandhinagar. The conclusion of the three-day international conference was held.
Scholars, teachers, and experts from all over the country shared their thoughts in
various sessions organized during the conference. In the concluding ceremony, the
Chief Guest, Prof. Alok Kumar Chakrawal, Vice-Chancellor of Guru Ghasidas
University, said that one should never consider oneself superior and others inferior.
Western countries have always underestimated India's knowledge. Providing
information about economics, he said that we remember Adam Smith as the Father
of Economics, but Chanakya had already provided complete knowledge of
economics in his book. He said that now we should not only revive the old literature
associated with Indian knowledge tradition but also assert the new literature that
showcases the glory of Indian knowledge tradition. India has now become the
world's third-largest economy. 48% of the world's online transactions are happening
in India alone. During this time, the special guest and the Editor of organizer
magazine, Prof. Prafull Ketkar said that there is a big debate in the country that
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employment cannot be generated by building temples, but for centuries, in our India,
temples and employment have gone hand in hand. However, in the last 70 years, our
approach has not been correct. India alone is a civilization that, even after enduring
invasion and oppression for 1300 years, has consistently risen. We need not the
American model but the Indian model for development. He emphasized the need for
the Indian model of knowledge tradition for the development of India. The chief
speaker of the concluding session of the program, Prof. Aswini Mohapatra,
Professor, School of International Studies, JNU Delhi, said that we need to move
away from Western thinking to emerge now. We need to come out of the mentality
of slavery. Where we need to lead is the main point. Westerners have tried to keep
us away from our glorious history by interfering in our history, but the reality is that
what we have in our possession, a rich knowledge tradition, no one else has.

Education that Internalizes the Core Values of Ancient Indian Culture

While presenting the presidential address, the Vice-Chancellor of the university,
Prof. Rama Shanker Dubey, said that knowledge originated first in India. Indian
scriptures have imparted knowledge to the world. The Indian tradition of knowledge
is a wonderful confluence of materialism and spirituality. There is a better harmony
between the body, mind, intellect, and the environment in humans. Today, there is a
need to provide education in educational institutions by internalizing the core values
of ancient Indian culture among students. He said that developing a sense of
patriotism among students is the aim of education, as the greatest devotion is
devotion to the nation. Teachers need to develop a sense of nationalism among
students. In the Indian tradition of knowledge, there is both physical and spiritual
orientation. The wonderful confluence of spirituality with materialism is seen only
in the Indian tradition of knowledge. Today, it is necessary that through the National
Education Policy 2020, this path is shown, so that Indian values are integrated into
our curriculum, and the feeling of patriotism is developed among students. We need
to return to our religious scriptures. During this program, the coordinator, Prof.
Atanu Mohapatra, informed that more than 230 abstracts were received in the three-
day international conference. In addition, more than 180 research papers were
presented.
