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WOMEN REPRESENTATION AND BALANCE IN
CONTEMPORARY WORLD

Women constitute nearly fifty percent of the world's population. The whole world to largely divided into
'men’. 'women' and the 'third-gender'. With the share of trans/third-gender being minimal, itis the 'men’ and 'women'
who constitute the world population. Despite of having a near about fifly per cent representation in terms of
population women's representation in the contemporary world is still marginal when it comes to social. economie.

'Sex’ is biological while 'gender' is a social
construction. Women had been treated as inferior to men because of the dominance of patriarchal set-up in society.
However, this was the case in the past. AT present various agencies and institutions had supported the 'marginal’
women and uplifl them through their continuous efforts in the global level. Through still the representation of
females is not at par with males but there has been a paradigm shifl and a gradual increase can be noticed at the
participation level of women inall the fields of society be it social, political, economic oreven the cyber space.,

One reason for the improvement in the situation of women at global level is with the emergence of the
concept of 'women' empowerment and the related awareness. '"Women' had been of very little concern for the
researchers, policy makers and the intervention designers the dominant notion of female as seen in terms of
'mothers' and 'care takers' limited their visibility outside the walls of households. But with the introduction of
Feminist studies and participation of females as social actors in the society, a lot of work is being done on the issues
related with women- their problems, issues and concerns came into lime light. With the spread of education and
awareness among women, the concepts of 'women rights' and 'women empowerment’ emerged at the global level

that in a way contributed to the representation of women and their status.

Women empowerment is about empowering a woman to take decisions for her to be heard as an aclive
member of the society and to be treated equal and at par with their male counterparts, It is only with the awareness of
their rights and responsibilities as a citizen that women started coming up at the forefront demanding equal status,

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| The Comprehensive Test Ban Treaty : An Introduction

The second world war ended with the use of nuclear weapon over Nogasaki and Hiroshime, the
cities of Japan, by USA in 1945. Invention and use of nuclear weapon by USA marked the beginning of
new age in global politics. Since then, the nuclear weapan has remained the most lethal and destructive
weapon. |t starfed a blind race of nuclear weapon acquisition by states. To prevent this, many
disarmament and arms control initiatives were taken but they didn’t achieve much success. In this order,
CTBT is o landmark and mosl popular initiative.

The comprehensive test ban treaty (CTBT) bans the nuclear explosions by everyone everywhere on
the earth surface, in the almosphere, underground and underwater. it makes it very difficult for the
countries fo develop nuclear bomb for the first fime or for countries that already have them, to make bomb
more powerful. It also prevents the huge damage caused by radioactivity from nuclear explosions fo
human, animals and plants. More than 2000 nuclear tests were carried out between 1945 to 1996 when
the CTBT opened for signalure. This includes more than 1000 tests by USA, more than 700 by USSR, mare
than 200 by France, 45 fesis by United Kingdomand 45 by China. Three countries have braken the de
facto morctorium and tested nuclecr weopons since 1996. India and Pakistan tested in 1998 and North
Kerea in 2006, 2009,2013,2016 and 2017.

Aimofthe CTBTO

The main task of the CTBTO is the promotion of the treaty and the build-up of the verification
regime so that it is operational when the treaty enters into torce. The treaty has a unique and
comprehensive verification regime to make sure that no nuclear explosion goes undetected. The regime

consists of three pillars-

1. International Monitoring System (IMS)
2. The International Data Centre
3, On-site Inspection

International Monitoring System:

It consists 337 facilities worldwide to monitor the planet for signs of nuclear explosions. About 85%
or 285 of the facilities are already up and running. The International Menitoring System uses the following
four state of the ort technologies lo achieve its objeclive of detection and identification of g nuclear

explosion.

The
dota are processed and distributed to the CTBTO's member states in both raw and analysed form. When
North Koreo fested in 2006 and 2009, the member stotes received information about the location,
magnitucle, time and depth of the test within two hours.
